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Federal Advisory Committee
Stakeholder Engagement
Purpose:

● The Open Government Federal Advisory Committee (OG FAC) will advise GSA in its endeavor to 

increase the public's access to data, to better advance equity, engage the public in the regulatory 

process, make government records more accessible, and improve the delivery of government services 

and benefits through expert advice.

● The OG FAC will serve as an advisory body to GSA’s Open Government Secretariat on Open 

Government initiatives including GSA's creation, implementation and monitoring of U.S. Open 

Government National Action Plans (NAPs) and commitment themes and will advise GSA's Administrator 

on emerging open government issues, challenges, and opportunities to support GSA's Open Government 

Secretariat.

Process:

● Notice of Intent To Establish a Federal Advisory Committee and Call for Nominations was published in the 

Federal Register on April 26, 2024.

● Held a public virtual Q&A session on May 10, 2024

● The window to submit member nominations closed on May 28, 2024

● The Notice of Establishment was posted to the Federal Register on June 28, 2024

● The Charter and other relevant information was posted to GSA’s website on August 29th, 2024.

● Stay tuned for the announcement of the committee members coming soon!

● First public meeting slated for October 2024

OGP Local - What is it & why are we doing it?
Transparency -

Public Engagement - Accountability
● OGP launched the “Subnational Government Pilot Program” in 2016. 

● This decision recognized that many open government innovations and reforms are 
happening at the local level where governments can engage more directly with 
citizens and many crucial public services are delivered. The Pilot program consisted 
of 15 “pioneer” subnational governments who signed onto the Open Government 
Subnational Declaration and submitted their first Action Plans (APs) at the Paris 
Global OGP Summit in December 2016 which were implemented throughout 2017.

● Austin was the first subnational government to join OGP Local. Today, there are over 
100 local jurisdictions, with New York City most recently joining the US ranks. 



OGP Austin’s Origin Story

confirmed the City of Austin’s interest in 
participating in the Open Government 

Partnership (OGP).

Action Plan One Created

Five commitments addressing:

● Homelessness
● An equity budget tool
● Online information about city projects

● Inclusiveness in “smart city” processes

Inaugural Commitments for Austin’s 
Third OGP Action Plan

1. Anticipatory governance & climate: City of Austin Office of 

Innovation; City of Austin Office of Resilience

2. Economic resilience & workforce: Economic Development 

Department; Office of Resilience

3. AI & accountability: City of Austin Equity Office; City of Austin 

Communications and Technology Management (CTM)

4. Enhanced equity assessments tools: City of Austin Equity 

Office; City of Austin Office of Innovation



Selection Criteria
Equity-centered: What is the potential depth or breadth of benefit provided to the people 
most acutely affected by the issue? Does the topic provide an opportunity to develop a 
shared understanding of the historical and current nature of the civic challenge?

Balances impact and ability to influence: Is there the potential for our organization to 
effectively contribute capacity, resources, and support to address the topic?

Co-creative and participatory: Does the selection of the topic leverage existing 
community-driven priorities identified through previous or ongoing participatory 
processes? 

Adaptive challenges over technical challenges: Is the civic challenge cross-departmental 
and does it influence or connect to organization-wide strategic goals? Does the challenge 
also require new learning in order to be addressed?

Collective aspirational futures: Does the civic challenge call for resources that the City 
alone cannot provide but could be compiled through collaboration with others?



Approach 

● Build on emerging work rooted in robust community feedback

● Ensure a shared power analysis through Undoing Racism training

● Apply a futures framework (strategic foresight) to ensure we are 

anticipating the needs of tomorrow 



Foresight: Systematically shaping the future 
today

Foresight is a systematic process of exploring, anticipating, and shaping the future. Unlike traditional 
forecasting, which often relies on projecting past trends into the future, foresight incorporates a range 
of methods to consider various possible futures. It helps organizations and individuals to prepare for 
potential challenges, seize opportunities, and make informed strategic decisions. Source: Hinesight for

Thinking beyond “now” with the Futures Triangle
The Futures Triangle is a framework for 

analyzing change and thinking about the future 

by mapping three interconnected  factors:

● The pull of the future: The organization's 

vision for the future, including emerging 

trends and technologies

● The push of the present: Current trends 

and data points that are driving change

● The weight of the past: Patterns and 

choices made in the past. Historical 

structures

Iterations

https://www.metafuture.org/wp-content/uploads/2024/06/futures-triangle-origins-and-interations.pdf
https://www.metafuture.org/wp-content/uploads/2024/06/futures-triangle-origins-and-interations.pdf


Group Discussion (15 minutes)

Weight: What are the patterns and weights of the past?

● This section allows us to explore the history and legacy of the issue and topic. We 

need to understand the trajectory of the past to understand what the patterns going 

forward might look like.

Push: What are the drivers of change in the present?

● What is pushing us to change right now? What policies, decisions, procedures and 

technologies do we think will cause change in the near term?

Pull: What might a new future look like?

● What is pulling us forward?

Push | Weight – What is holding us back?

● These are the actions and issues that need to be addressed to embrace and 

make the most of the present.

Pull | Weight – What will we take forward from the past?

● These are the things you need to preserve and protect going forward, they 

might be assets, or values that need to be managed through a transition or 

transformation to a future state.

Push | Pull – What might we do differently?

● Identify the what is new that needs to be created to realise the future.
