GSA BULLETIN FMR B-24
UNMANNED AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS 

TO:  Heads of Federal agencies

SUBJECT:  Reporting Unmanned Aircraft Systems 
 1.  What is the purpose of this bulletin?  This bulletin provides guidance to all agencies for reporting data on Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS) to the General Services Administration’s Federal Aviation Interactive Reporting System (FAIRS).
2.  When does the bulletin expire?  This bulletin remains in effect until cancelled.

3.  What is the background?  The Office of Management and Budget (OMB), in 
Circular A-126, directs executive agencies to record the cost, utilization, and
inventory information of all owned aircraft and commercial aviation services in FAIRS.  Part 102-33 of Title 41 of the Code of Federal Regulations is the implementing regulation for this requirement.  As the Federal Aviation Administration defines UAS as aircraft, agencies are also required to record UAS cost, utilization, and inventory information in FAIRS.  GSA will expand performance metrics used to evaluate the efficiency and effectiveness of aviation policy to include UAS.  Agencies are to use the following criteria, approved by the Interagency Committee for Aviation Policy (ICAP), for reporting UAS information to FAIRS:
Federal agencies shall track and report to FAIRS the acquisition, disposition, and mission operations (to include commercial services) of UAS that meet all of the following conditions:
(a)  Have accumulated costs that meet an agency's threshold for capitalization. These costs include initial acquisition costs (for the entire system - aircraft and all command and control components), delivery, set up, and any costs of modification, improvement, and repair costs to bring the UAS to an accepted airworthiness standard;
(b)  Have an estimated useful life of two years or more; 
(c)  Have been acquired or constructed with the intention of being used, or being available for use by the owning and operating agencies; and  
(d)  Are neither experimental projects nor intended for sale in the ordinary course of operations.
4. What must I do as a result of this bulletin?  Agencies are required to enter inventory, cost, and utilization data in FAIRS for all UAS meeting the criteria in paragraph 3 of this bulletin.  GSA will, in turn, include UAS activity in their annual report to OMB.
