Resolved by the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure ofthe U.S. House ofRepresentatives, 
that pursuant to 40 U.S.C. §3307, appropriations are authorized for repairs and alterations to the Anthony
J. Celebrezze Federal Building (Celebrezze Building) located at 1240 E. 9th Street in Cleveland, OH. 
The project will renovate and provide consolidated space in the Celebrezze Building for the Veterans 
Benefits Administration (VBA), the Department of Labor Office of Workers' Compensation Programs 
(OWCP) and the Department of Education at a design cost of $7,835,000, an estimated construction cost 
of $59,325,000 and a management and inspection cost of $4,603,000 for a total estimated project cost of 
$71,763,000, a prospectus for which is attached to and included in this resolution. The approval requested 
in the FY 2020 amended prospectus reflects a reduction of $2,461,000 for the project, and requests 
reallocation of the previously approved Design, Construction, and M&I. This resolution amends the 
authorization of the Committee on June 27, 2018 ofProspectus No. POH-0192-CL18. 

Provided, that the General Services Administration shall not delegate to any other agency the authority 
granted by this resolution. · 

Providedfurther, not later than 30 calendar days after the date on which a request from the Chair or 
Ranking Member of the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives 
is received by the Administrator of General Services, the Administrator shall provide such Member a 
response in writing that provides any information requested regarding the project. 

Provided, that the Administrator ofGeneral Services shall aim to achieve net zero carbon buildings, if 
determined by the Administrator to be practical and cost-effective.
