FY 2025 Project Summary 

The General Services Administration (GSA) proposes a repair and alteration project for 
the Jacob K. Javits Federal Office Building (Javits FOB) Complex located at 26 Federal 
Plaza, New York, NY. The proposed project will upgrade the legacy fire alarm system in 
approximately half of the Javits FOB Complex to match the modern fire alarm system 
partially installed, demolish and abate select space and build out new space for both the 
Department of Justice Antitrust Division (ATR) and the National Labor Relations Boa:.:d 
(NLRB), respectively.

T1e Jm•its FOB Complex consists of three interconnected buildings - the Jacob K. Jav1ts 
Federal Building (Javits FOB), the Annex and the James L. Watson Court oflntemational 
Trade (CIT). The Javits FOB, a 45-story office building was constructed in 1967 alo>:g 
witi. the CIT, an 8-story court/office building. In 1977. the Annex, a 45-story office 
building was built along the west side of the original Javits FOB in 1977. The err is 
connected to the Javits FOB via a 4-story pedestrian bridge. The entire Javits FGB 
Complex consists of over 2.8 million gross square feet of!)pace.

P1·opo~ed Proiect 

The project will upgrade the legacy building fire alarm system serving the .1avits FOS, 
Annex, and CIT. Under a previously completed 20 I 6 prospectus project. a new fire alar:n 
system backbone was installed serving all floors in the Javits FOB and Annex. After the 
system backbone was installed, subsequent projects "'rith large floor renovations \.\ei.e 

integrated into the new system utilizing new Fire Alarm Control Units (F ACUs) wired m.o 
the new backbone. Currently, approximately half ofthe main building remains on the v.d 
sy~tem and the other half has been migrated to the new sys1em. The goal of the propo~td 
project is to integrate the remaining floors of the Javits FOB and Annex served by the o J 
S)51.~m irto the new system utilizing new FACUs and most of the existing wiring au<l 
devices on the floors. The CIT building remains served by the old system, reqU1res rn., ·e 
extensive work, including a new fiber riser networked back to the main building oackoo,1c-, 
and will oe the suoject ofa project proposed in a future fisc.:ai year. 

The: proJect al~o includes the demolition and abatement of all space prcvim..sly assigr1eJ 
to ~ LRB and A TR as well as GSA - controllea vacant space, and the associatea coffiln n 
restrooms. The project will include the ouilaout of interior space, including parti1io_.s, 
finishes ana mechanical, electrical, and plumbmg systems upgrades for the "ILRB z j 
ATR.

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Justification 

The building is currently operating with two fire alarm systems - a legacy system, and a 
system that was upgraded under a previously completed 2016 prospectus level project. 
Technology differences between the systems require staff and emergency personnel to 
marually check both panel displays when an alarm is triggered, and either operate both 
panels to silence, acknowledge, or reset. The legacy system dates to the 1980's and is no 
longer supported by the manufacturer. Parts needed for a repair or replacement cannot oc 
purchased through official distributors. The old system controls all the foe safety functto 1s 
( elevator recall, fan shutdown, fire pump monitoring, generator monitoring). I;:an essential 
component ofthe older system failed it would cause the legacy system to fail, consequem1y 
resulting in decommissioning ofthe fire alarm system for roughly halfofthe buiJdmg. 'CT is 
woutd require emergency repairs to swing over the controls and an expensive, extem,ive 
continuous fire watch until the system is brought back online or upgradtJ. 

Both NLRB and ATR were previously housed in approximately 15,000 and 14.000 squ~ -~ 
feet, respectively within the Javits FOB. In March 2022, a :.eries of hazardous mate i, 13 

releases occurred within the interior spaces that were caused by viu,ations from 1~ 

construction work on the fioor above coupled with the deteriorated condition of t 1e 
fireproofing above the ceiling. To protect occupant agencies from f..1rther hazard> 1s 
materials releases in the spaces, GSA relocated both agencies to alterna.ive locatio~o 1 

existing federally controlled space. Both agencies have advised GSA that tne tempora _v 
alternative space does not meet their long-term needs and is disruptive to their operm:io, :-,. 
The proposed project within Javits FOB meets i.he long-te1m requirements of bom Fed\;", l 
age~1cies.
